2:

c - stand up is the odd one out. The others are all to do with sitting down and relaxing.

b - take the weight off your feet - is an informal expression which means sit down and

relax.

d - put your feet up - is an informal expression which means sit down and relax

3:

d - snooze is the odd one out. It means a short sleep, usually during the day. The

others are all connected with people talking to each other

a - chat - a realxed informal conversation.

b - gossip - when people gossip they are talking about other people’s private

business, usually of a personal nature.

c - chinwag - a realxed infromal conversation

4:

a - sip is the odd one out. It describes drinking something slowly. The others are

connected with eating.
